Oughtrington Pre-School is a registered charity, which is managed by a parent committee.

Aims
Pre-School aims to:

· Provide high quality care and education, in a homely and nurturing environment for children aged 2-4years old.
· Work in partnership with families and relevant professionals to help children to reach their full potential.
· Contribute and build on a sense of local community.
· Promote equality, value diversity and support children’s individual needs
· Provide a stimulating and varied curriculum, where the children can develop a positive disposition to learning,  which will support their future educational journey

Location

Oughtrington Pre-School is located in the Community Centre. On the junction of Sandy lane/ Oughtrington lane. Pre-School has its own entrance at the rear of the building, where parking is available. 
Facilities and Activities
Pre-School is a child-orientated environment, the learning opportunities focus on children’s interests, play preferences, experiences and developmental outcomes.
The indoor area provides wide range of activities, focusing on Play and school readiness programmes that actively encourage the children’s growing independence and confidence in preparation for school.
The outdoor area is secure and safe, allowing year round opportunities for outdoor activities.
The main hall is used for weekly P.E sessions, annual events such as sports day and drama productions. We invite visitors and arrange local trips out in the community to support our planned learning topics. In addition, we also have the use of the large, secure field and use of the community orchard. 
Preschool also can accompany children who wish to attend Enid Rigley school of dance ballet lessons on a Friday afternoon.

We hold lots of Annual events that will be highlighted in your termly newsletter.
Pre-School Sessions
We offer flexible provision, where you can extend your session time and link in to a full day provision or purchase ad hoc sessions subject to availability.
We also work with local child minders and setting to offer all round wrap around care. We are currently exploring how we can extend our opening hours for 2024/2025.
Breakfast Club – open from 7-45am, included is a continental style breakfast, games and crafts. This service is available to children aged 2 -8 years including those attending Oughtrington Primary school.

We also hold a registration list for those children wishing to start with us, this is usually from their 2nd birthday. Please provide the supervisor with our child’s details.
Play and stay sessions are arranged as part of our settling policy, we also complete an induction, where you will meet your child’s key person. More information on how the Key system will be shared with you at induction.

Charges for these services are incorporated in your termly enhanced provision charge.
Curriculum

Children learn faster in the first five years of life than at any other time, therefore the Pre-School Curriculum is designed to form the foundation for future achievements. As registered providers of pre-school education we conform to the guidelines outlined by OFSTED and follow the Early Years Foundation Stage Framework.

Communication and Language 

The Early Learning Goals incorporate Listening and Attention, Understanding and Speaking.

We have embedded the ethos and objectives of ‘Every Child a Talker’ and ‘Letters and Sounds Phase 1’ (National Strategies) into everyday practice. More information can be found on the “I Can” and “Hello” websites

Physical Development

The Early Learning Goals incorporate Gross Motor skills and Fine Motor SkillsWe are mindful of how children can learn through kinetics’ and locomotive play opportunities - we provide an extensive outdoor learning and P.E programme throughout the academic year.
Personal, Social and Emotional Development

The Early Learning Goals incorporate Self-Regulation, Managing Self and Building Relationships

Each child at Pre-School has a ‘Key worker’ whom will form a secure relationship and offer individualised support. The Pre-School also has a designated Behaviour Management Coordinator, wellbeing is embedded in our strategies, which we seek to focus on expected behaviours and reward systems.
Specific Areas
Literacy

The Early Learning Goals incorporate Comprehension, Word Reading and Writing.

We support the children’s literacy skills by offering a range of activities and equipment that support story telling. We focus on Letters and Sounds Phase 1, offer Jolly Phonic sessions and support children in recognition of familiar words, such as their own name. Staff support each child in relation to their stage of development and their interest in literacy activities.

Mathematics

The Early Learning Goals incorporates Numbers and Numerical Patterns
We are mindful of ensuring numbers are incorporated into our routines and high expectations of what the child will learn in a way that relates to the environment and their everyday experiences. 
Understanding the World

The Early Learning Goals incorporate Past & Present, People Cultures & Communities, The Natural World.
We have trained staff in ‘forest schooling’ and we often welcome visitors from different cultures and occupations. We also go on outings within the local community.

Expressive Arts and Design

The Early Learning Goals incorporate Creating with Materials and Being Imaginative.
The Learning Environment and the Characteristics of Learning
When planning and guiding children’s activities, the staff reflect on the different ways that children learn. 
Playing and Exploring: Allowing children to investigate and experience things, and to ‘have a go’. 
Active Learning: Promoting concentration and perseverance, so children keep on trying if they encounter difficulties and celebrate their achievements.  

Creating and Thinking Critically: Encourage children to share and develop their own ideas, make links between ideas, and develop strategies for doing things.

Inclusive Practice and supporting children with additional needs.
The Preschool is highly motivated and committed to the principles of inclusion. We have accessed a range training and gained a wealth of experience. 
Staff are makaton trained and are experienced in tailoring personal plans that ensure all children reach their potential. 
Our SENCO has a range of experience in accessing funding and making referral for specialized support and securing Education Health Care plans in preparation for Primary school.

We use WELLCOM to monitor each child’s speech, language and communication skills, where necessary we implement targeted plans to promote development.
Our aims are to support families through early identification and intervention. We will support families through the referral process and provide them with positive strategies and information to support their child’s progress.

During the year prior to school entry we offer more specifically designed sessions to prepare your child for the Reception class and school life. Medicines
We can administer medicines where permission has been given.
Please be aware that a range of medicines can be accessed under the minor ailment scheme for free at most chemists. These include: paracetamol, teething gels, anti histamine, sudocrem and Ibroprofen.
Behaviour Management

Our behaviour management strategies are based on positive reinforcement, they incorporate elements of Mindfulness and focus on each child’s wellbeing, where we support the children to understand and manage their emotions in appropriate ways. 
Our aim is to help children develop self-discipline, empathy and respect the needs of others, and to socialise them into behaviour appropriate for a school setting.

We believe that behaviour is a form of communication, where we have specialized trained staff to support and facilitate the children in making good choices and process their emotions appropriately.

Funded Early Education places are available to all two, three and four year olds from the term after their birthdays until they reach compulsory school age (the term following their fifth birthday).   
Autumn (Sept - Dec) – 14 weeks - 210 hours / 420hours
Spring (Jan - March) – 12weeks - 180 hours / 360hours
Summer (April - July)- 12weeks -  180 hours / 360hours
The hourly rate is charged at £6-00 PH for all our children: 2/3/4year olds

We also sell off sessions on an ad hoc basis where there is availability. These are charged at £6-50 PH
Fees are payable to retain places if you choose to take term time holidays. Please refer to our admissions policy regarding holidays, fees and free entitlement discretions.
Registration Fee 

£25-00 one off payment, This payment is due at you induction.

Your registration fee covers the following:

1 x Play and stay session 9-30- 11am (1.5hrs)

Induction 10-11-30 am (1.5 hrs)

NB: More play and stay sessions can be arranged, these will be charged at £5-00 PH

You can opt out of the following, by providing your own snack and consumables.
Snack - 50p Per session – includes, unlimited fruit, a range of foods including toast, crumpets, cake, cereal and biscuits.

Consumables - 50 per session – includes, unlimited nappies, wipes, nappy sacks, sun creams, soaps, Piriton, Paracetamol, hand towels, spare clothing.

Enhanced Provision / additional curriculum activities - £18-50 per term, this equates to roughly £1-25 PW again there is an option to opt out.
We offer a range of additional educational programs that run throughout the year, these include:
· Yoga sessions

· PE: Cir Kids Sessions

· Orchard Club (Forrest inspired) Sessions

· Gardening Club

· Transition events
It is possible to purchase one off attendance at the cost of £2-00 per activity. 
Breakfast  Club
This service is includes, breakfast, activities and a chaperone walk over to Primary school

£6-00 per day.

Fees are invoiced at the beginning of each term, payments can be made by arrangement, including, either weekly. monthly or payments in full. We accept a range of childcare vouchers, bank transfers, cash and cheques.

Please note that free entitlements cover 38 weeks of provision, Preschool on occasion extend this period, where fees are applicable.

Disability Access Fund (DAF) 3 and 4 year olds will be eligible for the DAF if they meet the following criteria:
